All sentences need to end with a punctuation mark.

Do not start a sentence with and, but, because, or, nor, or so.
Indent the first word in the paragraph.

Capitalize the first word in each sentence and all proper nouns.

e Paragraph is clear and easy to understand 10 points
e Opinions are supported 10 points
e Data is accurate 10 points
e Contains a title 5 points
e Heading with name, date, and TOC 5 points

e At least 3 sentences supporting the topic sentence 30 points(10 points/sentence)
